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MILITARY-PATRIOTIC TOURISM AS A MEANS OF PATRIOTIC
EDUCATION OF STUDENTS

The current task of the state is to create an effective mechanism for interaction and
coordination of the activities of the state and civil society in issues of formation of
moral and patriotic feelings and consciousness of citizens. It is based on the formation
of historical values and demonstration of the role of Ukraine in the fate of the world,
the preservation and development of a sense of pride in their country, the formation of
loyalty to the Motherland in the younger generation, readiness to serve the Fatherland
and its armed defense. The development of military-patriotic tourism can make a
significant contribution to solving these problems.

Military-patriotic tourism involves visiting places of military battles, memorials,
museums of history and local history and serves as a means of reconciliation and
strengthening the unity and friendship of peoples and the patriotic education of
citizens. Its basis is the historical and cultural potential of the region, including the
entire social and cultural environment, refracted through the prism of military history.

Any locality can provide a minimum set of resources for educational military-
patriotic tourism, but its mass development requires a certain concentration of cultural
heritage objects, among which you can highlight:
monuments of military and combat glory;
small and large historical cities, rural settlements that participated in those
or other events of military history;
museums, theaters, exhibition halls, etc.;
social and cultural infrastructure.

Military-patriotic tourism involves visiting places of military battles, memorials,
museums of history and local history and serves as a means of reconciliation and
strengthening the unity and friendship of peoples and the patriotic education of
citizens. The territory of the Kharkiv region in the last millennium was the arena of
bloody battles, battles and wars, which sometimes lasted for decades. Every inch of the
earth keeps in itself the memory of those difficult times.

Currently, no one doubts that the organization of military-patriotic tourism has
significantly improved the economic situation of monuments and architectural
structures dedicated to military events in different periods of the history of the present
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Kharkov region. A huge plus in the development of military-patriotic tourism is the
upbringing of the younger generation.

But military history tourism is not only a powerful means of education, tourism is
also a branch of the economy that ensures the stay of tourists in the region and
stimulating the long-term development of its economic activities. Last thing especially
important in the conditions of post-industrial development of the country, when more
and more the economy of the service sector, including tourism, is gaining importance.

The development of the region is largely determined by how successful is the
promotion of his interests in the domestic and foreign tourist markets. It promotion:

e territories that are already objects of tourist attraction, or with potential that
can and should be developed;

e separate routes and measures to promote them in the tourist market;

e  tourism products in the form of tourist and excursion programs, in which
the conditions for their implementation are spelled out using all available modern
interactive techniques).

One of the most effective techniques to ensure the development of tourist
potential, can be the development of infrastructure innovations along the route, these
innovative ideas to travel agencies, as well as the development of new forms of work
with consumers directly on the routes and popularizing them in social networks and
mass media to improve the competitiveness of the region.

The task facing the designers of military-historical tourist routes is to create
conditions for the economic development of the territory of the Kharkiv region, which
are designed to solve the following tasks:

1) creation of new jobs;

2) increasing the real well-being of the population of the territories through
participation in tourist programs;

3) contribute to ensuring the availability of tourist and excursion services;

4) educating the population in the spirit of patriotism and pride in their country;
through strengthening interest in military history and heritage of the Kharkiv region;

5) creation of products of military-patriotic tourism for various target groups;

6) the development of innovative projects in the field of cultural tourism, on the
example of the creation of military-historical tours using modern forms, such as
quests, storytelling and others;

7) creation of the image of the Kharkiv region as of particular importance in the
military history of Ukraine over a number of historical eras.
