It is determined that at the
classical stage the perfect competition model prevailed and monopoly was seen as a structure that
reduces the efficiency of the functioning of the economy, during the at the neoclassical period it was
Jound that the market economy is characterized by both perfect structures (perfect competition) and
more realistic type of marfket - monopolistic competition. The conclusion is drawn about the place
and role of classical and neoclassical competition theories for contemporary competition research.
