The role of transport in agricultural production is so great that the
problem of the impact of road transport can be partially solved as a result
of the application of new methods of organizing the harvesting campaign.
Road transport plays the role of a link in the technological chain of
agricultural production, provides material flows of vatious products at all
stages of its production, road transport is an integrator of production
activities of enterprises that produce, process and service agricultural
products [1]

The development of production in agriculture is impossible without
the market of agricultural products, which works as efficiently as possible.
The grain market has features related to the quality properties of grain. The
ability to store grain for a long time without losing its physical properties
allows farmers to eventually sell available quantities. By increasing the level
of intensification of agricultural production, producers create potential
conditions for increasing production and improving the efficiency of their
activities [2]. This factor allows to create growth of production due to
qualitative improvement of factors of production - labor resources,
technologies, means of production.

Growing grain is one of the main branches of agriculture, which is a
complex and labor-intensive production. Mechanization of grain
production simplifies and reduces the physical load on agricultural workers,
especially during the harvesting campaign [3]. Grain hatrvesting is the main
and primary activity in grain production.
