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NOTION AND ESSENCE OF THE CONCEPT
OF COMPETITIVENESS

Competitiveness is one of the most important integral characteristics
used to assess the effectiveness of economic activities of business
entities. The word competitiveness itself, can be adjusted with reference
to whatever subject, means the ability of this subject (potential and/or
real) to withstand competition.

Defining the concept of enterprise competitiveness, it is first of all
necessary to begin with the content and essence of competition. It goes
without saying that the competitiveness of the enterprise should be
formulated depending on the achievements and goals defined by the
concept of competition.

In the framework of this work, competition is formulated as rivalry
between business units that have an interest in achieving the same goal,
subject to limited resources. If this goal is designated by the market
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economy, then market competition is the competition of business
entities for profit.

R.A. Fathutdinov gives the following definition of competitiveness —
this is the ability of an object to withstand competition in comparison with
similar objects in this market. The author emphasizes that the product or
service is competitive or uncompetitive in a particular market.

Competitiveness of an enterprise is a cumulative numerical
characteristic, with its help the enterprise’s final results of its activities
during a specific period are evaluated. A kind is a system of elements
designed to express a numerical estimate of a particular type of
potential. Ensuring the competitiveness of the enterprise depends on
some of its advantages, when comparing them with the main, existing
competitors, which means: economic, investment, image, financial, etc.

E.S. Rusak, E.L Sapelkina write: “The competitiveness of the
enterprise is the ability to create and use strategic success factors that
distinguish the enterprise from competitors and give certain market
advantages of the products”.

0. Kaldybaev, A. Temirbaev: “The competitiveness of the enterprise
is the economic, technical, organizational capabilities of the enterprise
and its advantage over competitors. The company's ability to withstand
competition: for example, to reduce production costs, improve product
quality, steadily occupy a certain share of rent and receive high incomes”.

The variety of existing approaches to the concept of competitiveness
in the economic literature is currently defined:

— either by specifics of the statement of the problem and purpose of
the study, which leads the author to the need to focus on one or another
aspect of competitiveness;

— or by the features of the choice of the subject of research, which
may be goods or services; subjects of competition (enterprises,
industries, regions, national economy, state), and objects of competition
(demand, market, factors of production: natural resources, labor force,
capital, securities, information, political power); the scope of activity
(commodity markets, industry markets, regional markets, interregional
markets, world markets).

The competitiveness of the enterprise as a characteristic of assessing
the final results of the company’s activity on the market is a relative
indicator, where the basis for comparison are similar indicators used to
assess the competitiveness of competing enterprises.

The competitiveness of an enterprise is a dynamic category. Its
change in time is due to both external and internal factors, a significant
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part of which can be considered as controlled parameters.
The competitiveness of the enterprise reflects the efficiency of using
the economic potential of the enterprise.
