INVESTMENT POLICY AS A TOOL OF DEVELOPMENT
OF THE RECREATION AND TOURISM INDUSTRY OF UKRAINE

Ukraine is one of the countries that have great potential for attracting
investment. As it is rich in natural resources and has a favorable climate, the
tourism sector becomes a promising investment area. Nowadays, tourism is
a part of the daily life of the majority of the population, and it is also one of
the leading sectors of the world economy. At the present stage, tourism has
acquired the scale of the most powerful sector of the world economy and
this is the sector of the economy that deserves more attention in Ukraine for
development, since it can provide a significant contribution to the state
economy in the form of new jobs, an increase in revenues from foreign
economic activity and replenishment of the state budget through the
payment of taxes [3].

At present, despite the natural, historical, cultural and recreational
potentials available, Ukraine does not have a real opportunity to meet all
domestic recreational needs. One of the many reasons for this situation is
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
