Each of these directions was developing at a 

certain time. 

The development of fine arts in modern Ukraine dates back to 

ancient times. The finds of archeologists, in particular, from the period of 

Tripillya and Scythian cultures, are notable for their skillful execution 

technique and certify the high artistic level of works of these cultures.   

A very important part in the history of Ukraine is its literature. It is 

one of the world's literatures that developed in the absence of statehood. 

Ukrainian writers are famous all over the world. 

Mostly translated literary work – «Zapovit» by T.H. Shevchenko. It 

was translated into 147 languages of the world. 
Ukrainian music originates from folk music of Eastern Slavic tribes 

and in its development covers almost all types of musical art – folk and 

professional, academic and popular music. Today, a variety of Ukrainian 

music sounds in Ukraine and far beyond its borders, develops in folk and 

professional traditions, is a subject of scientific research. 
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Ukrainian architecture reflects the distinctive features of this 

particular place and time period. Design and architecture are influenced by 

the existing political and economic climate. Different regions of Ukraine 

have their own distinctive style of folk architecture, based on local 

traditions and knowledge, passed down from generation to generation.
