The economy of Ukraine is an emerging free market, with a gross
domestic product that has experienced double-digit growth in recent years.
Ukraine has many of the components of a major European economy - rich
farmlands, a well-developed industrial base, highly trained labour, and a
good education system. Ukraine is a major producer of grain, sugar, meat
and milk products. Ukraine encourages foreign trade and investment. Most
of Ukrainian trade is conducted with Russia and the European Union. The
banking system of Ukraine is the flesh and blood of the Ukrainian economy.

The Ukrainian money - hryvnia (Ukrainian: rpusns; IPA: [hriv'njd])
has been the national currency of Ukraine since September 2, 1996. It
replaced the Ukrainian karbovanets at the exchange rate 1 hryvnia =
100,000 karbovanets. One hryvnia is divided into 100 kopiykas (singular
Komilika, genitive plural komi#iox or kopiyok). The hryvnia was used as
currency in Kievan Rus' in the 11th century. The hryvnia sign is a cursive
Ukrainian letter He, with a double horizontal stroke symbolizing stability.
Hryvnia is abbreviated "rpu." (hrn.) in Ukrainian. The hryvnia is
represented by the 1SO 4217 currency code UAH, or 980.

The National Bank of Ukraine is a legal entity with separated
property, which is the object of the state property. According to the
Constitution of Ukraine, the main function of the National Bank is to ensure
the stability of Ukraine's monetary unit. To carry this out the National Bank
fosters the stability of the banking system and, within its competence, price
stability.
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
