INFLUENCE OF ADDITIONAL TREATMENT ON CONSUMERS PROPERTIES
OF CERAMIC FLOWERPOTS
(BILTUB JTOJATKOBOI OBPOBKH HA CIIOKHUBYI BJIACTUBOCTI
KEPAMIYHUX I'OPHIUKIB JJ151 KBITIB)

For today the ceramics has got a wide circulation in all branches of a daily life. In the conditions of saturation
of the Ukrainian market by the import goods presence of wide assortment of the ceramic goods which are offered the
consumer, including flowerpots is observed. Among foreign manufacturers the production is offered by such world
brands, as Hotelovu PORCELAN K.V. (Czechia), Lubiana (Poland), Tognana (Italy), Dudson (Great Britain), Bauscher
(Germany), Hefer Hauseshalt Cmb H (Austria).

If to consider a situation which has developed with representation of given production in the Ukrainian market
domestic manufacturers, it is possible to notice, that throughout the period with 1990 for 2005 the tendency of decrease
in levels of releases of the ceramic goods was observed, and only in 2005 the tendency of growth of output in Ukraine
as a whole on 10452 thousand unit or on 3,6% in comparison with 2002 was observed. The reason of such unfavourable
situation is absence of sufficient material resources at the enterprises which would allow to update periodically the
equipment, to improve technological lines, to introduce new workings out in the field of dressing, to use more
perspective raw materials, that is adequately to compete to presented production and to take of more or less proof
position in the market. In the developed conditions when in the Ukrainian market the wide assortment of ceramic
flowerpots is offered, for the purpose of increase of demand for ceramic production, the consumer it is necessary to
stimulate not only by means of perfection of aforementioned indicators, but also by granting of additional consumer
properties by it.

In this connection researches for the purpose of improvement of manufacturing techniques of pots which,
except the basic purpose, owned additional consumer properties, namely ability have been carried out not only to
neutralise wreckers in soil but also to prevent fungoid diseases. For this purpose, it was necessary to choose a mix from
fungicidum and connecting substance which would be put on walls of pots and after entering at them soils showed the
neutralizing action throughout repeated watering.

For researches following kinds of water-soluble sticking together substances have been chosen:
styreneacrylum with entering hydroxyetilcellulose, PVA, CMC. In qualities of a fungicidum the substance
«Fundasolum» (the chemical substance which is capable to suppress or stop development and distribution of soil
activators of illnesses of plants to a place of a congestion of an infection before it will take place, suppressing mainly its
reproductive bodies and to warn plant infection) has been selected.

At first the selected preparation was dissolved in 0,5 1 of water at temperature 20° C. After that, the obtained
solution was divided into three parts. To the first part of the solution it was added styreneacrylum (from calculation of
30 ml on 250 ml of a solution) before reception of 12% of the solution styreneacrylum; to the second — CMC from
calculation 100 g on 250 ml of a solution; to the third — PVVA from calculation 50 g on 25 ml of a solution. The received
mixes have been put on walls of pots in the form of the closed strips in width of 1,5 cm, and left for hardening for
2 days with periodic (each 6 hours) them drying at temperature 150...180° C. After that of hardening in pots has been
brought the soil infected with soil activators Botrytis cinerea, and was carried out it periodic having watered (in process
of soil drying) staying by water throughout 6 months.

The carried out researches have established, that only mix CMC and fungicidum is capable to be dissolved
gradually at watering the soils. Other mixes of sticking together substances and fungicidum remained on walls of a pot
without dissolution at watering during all term of research.

Check of effectiveness of the offered offer concerning struggle against soil activators of illnesses of pottery
plants (grey decay, mealy dew (present and false), a black leg, centoriosys, rust) was spent by carrying out of
microbiological researches of soil from a pot. Periodic (monthly) sowing of the infected soil from a pot on MPA
environment surface was for this purpose spent. As a result of the carried out microbiological research on a surface of
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
