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STRUCTURAL TRANSFORMATION OF MODERN SOCIETY: PROBLEMS
AND DIRECTIONS

Currently, the issues of structural transformation of society are relevant due to
radical changes in political, economic, educational and other areas. Social structure is
a set of interconnected and interacting social communities and groups, social
institutions, social statuses and relations between them. All elements of the social
structure interact as a whole [2].

Modern processes of transformation in society can be described as the search for
a qualitatively different, new way of development. But it takes some time to reach a
new state of equilibrium. The deeper the crisis in society, the stronger the fluctuations
among different segments of the population, so more time is needed to achieve
stability.

To fully understand the peculiarities of the changes that are taking place, it is
necessary to compare the current state of society with the previous, Soviet. The
structure of Soviet society allowed only one single ideology, one form of ownership.
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There was a rigid command-and-control system of governing the state and the life of
each person. It was believed that society was divided into three main classes: workers,
peasants and the intelligentsia. But this division was purely formal. In fact, in the social
structure there was a deep gap between the ruling elite and "ordinary people". There
were processes of self-reproduction of elites, which made the system closed and rigid.
The main part of society was alienated from power, effective levers of influence on
social processes [1, p. 74].

An important feature of modern society is the ability of each individual, firstly,
to be the subject of power relations with the state, and secondly, to move vertically and
horizontally in the social hierarchy. At the same time, the change of social status is
accompanied by processes of marginalization, unfortunately, the process of changing
the socio-economic status is often accompanied by the transition to the lower strata of
the population [1, p. 75]. In this case, an important role in society should be played by
the middle class, which is the basis of society and is the driving force of society.
Unfortunately, the middle class is currently unformed in Ukraine. The middle classes
of Western society make up almost 80% of the population, which is a stabilizing force
and, due to its high prestige, performs tasks related to socio-economic progress. In
Ukrainian society, its formation is not yet complete for economic, social and other
reasons [1, p. 76].

An important direction of transformational change is also the formation of the
labor market, increasing the prestige of education, strengthening the role of the cultural
factor in the formation of high-status groups, a significant role in this process belongs
to the intelligentsia. Social adaptation and state policy should contribute to the
formation of an influential layer of intellectuals. The main task of state structures
engaged in social work should be the development of mechanisms that help groups of
intellectuals in social and psychological adaptation [3, p. 130].

In conclusion, it should be noted that in Ukrainian society the process of
transformation occurs spontaneously and inconsistently. At the same time, there are
already some signs of a gradual entry into a qualitatively new level of functioning.
