The WTO is an international institution, on par with the World Bank and the IMF, which outlines a framework
for areas of international trade and has the legal authority to settle trade disputes. In legal terms, it represents the
maturation of the GATT secretariat into a full-fledged, permanent international entity. The WTO council has subsidiary
working bodies that specialize in areas of trade including goods, services and intellectual property. Unlike GATT, the
WTO has a clearly defined dispute settlement mechanism. The WTO council automatically adopts independent panel
reports unless there is a clear consensus to reject them. Countries who are accused of engaging in unfair trade practices
can appeal to a permanent appellate body, but the verdict of this body will be ultimately binding. If an offending nation
fails to comply with WTO panel recommendations, its trading partners will be guaranteed the right to compensation as
determined by the panel or, as a final resort, by given the right impose countervailing sanctions. All members of the
WTO have legal access to the multilateral dispute settlement mechanisms, and all stages of WTO deliberation will be
time-limited, ensuring efficiency in dispute settlement. A majority of economists has consistently favoured letting
nations trade freely with few tariffs of other barriers to trade. Indeed, economists have tended to be even more critical of
trade barriers that have other groups in society, even though economists have taken great care to list the exceptional
cases in which they feel trade barriers can be justified. Such agreement among economists is rare. A tariff, as the term is
used in international trade, is a tax on importing a good or service into a country, collected by customs officials at the
place of entry. Tariffs come in two main types. A specific tariff is stipulated as a money amount per physical unit of
import, such as dollars per ton of steel bars or dollars per eight-cylinder two-door sports car.

The World Trade Organization is akin to an International Court of Justice for world trade, with the institutional
strength and legal mandate to ensure fair trade and global economic integration.
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
