According to scientists [4], the consequences of globalization
processes in the field of international tourism encompass ecological,
economic, cultural, and social aspects (Fig.).

Consequently, due to globalization and technological progress, the
tourism industry is undergoing significant changes. Innovations in IT
technologies and the global economy are making travel more affordable,
efficient, and convenient for tourists around the world. Technological
tourism is becoming not only realistic but also a necessary component of the
modern world tourist market.

In general, globalization in the tourism industry is manifested in the
following aspects:

— Change and standardization of tourist technologies. The Internet, mobile
technology, and other innovations have changed the way people book travel,
find information about travel destinations, and interact with travel
businesses. This has led to increased service efficiency and the
standardization of the tourist product.

— Modernization of transport infrastructure. 'The development of aviation,
sea transport, and other modes of transport has facilitated access to
tourist destinations around the world. This has led to the growth of
international tourism.

— Internationalization of business activity. Transnational corporations in the
field of tourism, such as airlines, hotels, and tour operators, are expanding
their operations internationally. This contributes to increased competition
and the standardization of the tourist product.
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— Establishing a mechanism for managing and regulating international tourism
through the creation of regional and international organizations in the field of tourism.
Organizations such as the World Tourism Organization (WTO) promote the
development of international tourism and ensure compliance with the ethical
principles of tourism.

3. Creation of new opportunities for business: Globalization creates new
opportunities for business development in the field of tourism, particularly
for small and medium-sized enterprises.

Among the negative consequences of globalization, the following
should be noted:

1. Increasing competition: Globalization leads to increased competition
in the tourism industry, which can negatively affect small and
medium-sized enterprises [3].

2. Negative impact on the environment and culture: The uncontrolled
development of tourism can lead to a negative impact on the environment
and culture of tourist destinations [6].

Therefore, globalization has a significant impact on the development
of the international tourism business. This process helps increase
international tourist flows, stimulates innovation, and creates new
business opportunities in the tourism industry. Changes and standardization
of  technologies,  modernization  of  transport  infrastructure,
internationalization of business activity, and management through
international organizations — all these aspects of globalization contribute to
increasing the efficiency and competitiveness of the tourist product. Thus,
globalization is a dynamic catalyst for the development and strengthening of
the international tourism sector.
