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THE EDUCATION AND RESEARCH INSTITUTE
OF TECHNICAL SERVICE

The Education and Research Institute of Technical Service was
founded on the basis of the only Faculty of Technical Service in
Ukraine. Its establishment was stimulated by changes in the pro-
duction sphere of Ukraine: the farmation of new industries, sales,
service and repair of machinery, technical improvements of ma-
chinery, application of microchips in machinery.

Since the day of the Faculty establishment and since 2009 the
Education and Research Institute of Technical Service has been
headed by Professor Oleksandr A. Naumenko, Academician of the
Engineering Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.

The ERI TS comprises 6 departments: Department of Repair
Technological Systems; B. Shabelnyk Department of Technical
Systems and Livestock Technologies; V. Anilovych Department of
Machinery Strength, Reliability and Technical Service of Machines;
Department of System Engineering and Forestry Complex Tech-
nologies; Department of Transport Technologies and Logistics;
Department of Materials Technologies.

Students are trained in compliance with such educational qual-
ifications as Bachelor, Specialist and Master. Students can obtain
some additional qualifications: a mechanic-technician, car driver,
tractor operator, mechanic for car repairs, and mechanic for re-
pairing complicated units and systems. Every year about 200 stu-
dents have an opportunity to gain their practical training and have
traineeship on farms of Great Britain, Denmark, Germany, France,
Poland, Switzerland, and the Netherlands. After graduating from
the university our students receive the Certificate of entrepreneur
which enables them to start their own business. Students can ac-
quire a military profession according to the training program for
reserve officers of the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Many students do
research, their scientific investigations are applied to industry. For
example, the students’ design and technological centre is devel-
oping specifications for machinery enterprises of Kharkiv region.

There are postgraduate and doctoral courses at the Institute.
Every vear 3-4 candidate’s theses and one doctoral thesis are de-
fended. The whole body of teachers and scholars of the Institute
is engaged in research work on the development of technical
service in Ukraine. The international scientific conference on the
research results is held every year. Annual economic profit from
research findings is more than 1 million UAH.
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
