TERMINAL BOARS AND THEIR USE IN INDUSTRIAL PIG FARMING

Summary. Pigs have great potential to effectively increase meal resources
thanks to a short production cycle, rapid circulation of funds, and improved or-
ganization of feeding, rearing and animal breeding techniques.

Valuable economic signs of pigs guarantee their superiority in the produc-
tion of meat compared with other types of farm animals. Therefore, it is no coin-
cidence that in countries with developed livestock breeding (Denmark, Ger-
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many, the Netherlands, Hungary), the increase in meat production is mainly due
to the intensive development of pig farming.

Nowadays domestic and foreign breeds of pigs are used in Ukraine. Most
of them are well adapted to local conditions of feeding, keeping, and have high
productivity. On average, in all genotypes of pigs, the age of reaching a live
weight of 100 kg reaches 170-195 days with an average daily increment of 650-
850 g per 1 kg of live weight gain and the consumption of 3.6-4.1 pounds of
feeding units. For farms of different categories, a breeding and technological
system of pork production has been developed based on a combination of pedi-
gree and commercial pig breeding with the wide introduction of cross-breeding
and hybridization methods. These methods result in a heterosis effect, which
contributes to an increase in the productivity of pigs by 10-15% compared to
pure-bred animals.
