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Догляд за посівами полягає у до сходовому та після сходовому боронуванні, яке 

проводиться тракторами МТЗ - 80 з боронами БЗСС-1,0 та зчіпкою С-11 У на глибину 1-3 см з 

метою підрізання ниток бур'янів та їх присипання. Недоліками в першу чергу є недотримання 

строків проведення робіт, а також пошкодження посівів через неможливість точної настройки 

робочих органів внаслідок великого зносу машин. Боротьбу з шкідниками проводять за 

допомогою оприскувачів ОП-2000 з ЮМЗ-6. 

Збирання соняшника проводиться комбайнами СК-5 при досягненні вологості зерна не 

більше 31 %. Для транспортування зерна використовують тракторні причепи та автомобілі. На 

току проводиться обробка зерна на зерноочищувальних машинах. Зерно досушується до 

необхідної вологості зберігання і зберігається в складах[3]. 
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Statement of the problem in general. In continental economic internationalization at the 
beginning of the new millennium, three main zones are clearly emerging the American, the European, 
and the Asia-Pacific. It is between them that fierce competition and redistribution of spheres of 
influence will unfold in the future. The main competition is focused on the latest areas of knowledge-
intensive and technology-intensive production. It is a question of strengthening of protectionism of 
advanced directions of world economy from the developed countries. 

Analysis of recent research and publications. Many Ukrainian scientists pay attention to 
international integration processes, in particular V.O. Rybalkinа, V.G. Bodrova, I.O. Bochan, 
V.M. Levkivsky, V.G. Antonenko, G.E. Grontkovskaya, O.I. Ryaba, A.M. Ventsurik, 
O.I. Krasnovskaya. 

Objectives of the article. The aim of the article is to study the main theoretical approaches to 
substantiate the state of international economic integration, its stages and levels. Identification of major 
groups and organizations approaches of different countries to the implementation of international 
economic integration. 

Presentation of the main material. Over the past decade and a half, with the deepening 
internationalization of economic life in the world, there have been tendencies to increase regionalism 
and the creation of large trade blocs, increasing the role of regional economic groups. Countries with 
similar levels of technical and economic development, in fact, are doomed to exchange a variety of 
similar finished products between each other, so between them the intra-industry trade is 
developing [3]. 

There are currently two main trends in the development of global integration processes. First, 
the concept of so-called "open regionalism", i.e. regional integration based on low customs barriers and 
openness to the world market, has been widely recognized. Secondly, the development model focused 
on rather capacious national markets with simultaneous implementation of the strategy of multilateral 
relations on the foreign market. The focus on general diversification of trade relations is rather limited 
today, primarily due to a significant increase in international competition, increased state support for 
exports, protectionist measures against domestic producers in a number of foreign countries, and 
difficulties in GATT / WTO negotiations [4]. 

Integration has following levels: 
1) interaction at the level of enterprises and organizations (creation of transnational 

corporations); 
2) interaction at the level of states, parties and organizations, social groups, individual citizens of 

different countries; 
3) integration grouping as a result of international unification. The evolution of international 

economic integration took place in several stages.  
Each stage of integration has its own characteristics.  
The general feature of these stages is that certain (depending on the level of their development) 

economic barriers are eliminated between the countries that have entered one or another stage of 
integration. As a result, a relatively closed market space is formed within the integration association. 
Under the influence of market regulators (prices, interest rates, etc.) there is a more efficient territorial 
and sectored structure of production. This provides the participating countries with a significant 
advantage, as labor productivity increase, disappearing of the need for the cost of customs control over 
foreign economic transactions. [1]. 

Today there are about 20 economic groups in the world. Among them are: 

- in Western Europe - the European Union (EU) and the European Free Trade Association 
(EFTA); 

- in North America - the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA); 

- in the Asia-Pacific region - the Pacific Economic Community (APEC). 
In the process of integration, certain groups of countries create more favorable conditions for 

each other in intra-regional trade, provision of services, movement of factors of production and 
generally stimulate the development of international economic relations within the framework of 
integration associations.

Preferential Trade 
Agreements 

The first stage of the regional integration process. It is characterized by a special preferential 
economic regime granted by one state to another without extending it to third countries, or 
between existing integration associations and a particular country or group of countries: 
discounts (cancellations) on customs duties on imported goods, preferential lending and 
insurance of foreign trade, special currency regime, financial and technical assistance. 

Free trade zone Provides for the voluntary refusal of the country to protect its national markets only in 
relations with its partners to consolidate and maintain national customs tariffs in relations 
with other countries. 

Custom Union Free movement of goods and services within the group complements the single customs 
tariff for third countries. 

Common Market Barriers between countries in mutual trade for the movement of labor, capital and 
technology are being eliminated. 

Economic and 
monetary union 

In addition to all the measures mentioned, the member states envisage pursuing a common 
economic policy. 

Political union It involves the transformation of a mature single market space into a coherent economic 
and political organism. 

 
Participants in the integration process carry out a deeper division of labor, more intensive 

exchange of goods, services, capital and labor. 
The main factors of Western European integration are: approximate uniformity of levels of 

economic development and market maturity; geographical proximity and close, historically formed 
economic ties of the integrating countries; common economic and other problems in certain areas 
(finance, economic regulation, political cooperation, etc.); demonstration effect of economic 
changes. [1] 

The principles of the EFTA's operation differ significantly from the EU principles: each country 
retains foreign trade autonomy and its own duties in trade with third countries, there is no single 
customs tariff; there are no supranational bodies; member states do not relinquish their sovereignty. 
Since the establishment of the EFTA in 1960, this organization has changed greatly in terms of the 
composition of the member states. First, in 1973, Denmark and Great Britain withdrew from it, in 
connection with the accession to the EU , in 1986 - Portugal, and in 1995, for the same reasons - 
Austria, Finland, Sweden . Thus, Switzerland remains one of the founding states of EFTA, then it 
included Iceland and Liechtenstein [2]. 

In some regions of the world trade blocs are formed, organizations for the implementation of 
joint projects operate. Economic currency unions have been particularly active recently. OPEC, the 
Association of Iron Ore Exporting Countries (AIEK), and others are called upon to coordinate 
economic policy on the volume of production of relevant goods and price policy. The capabilities of 
these organizations depend on the characteristics of the current phase of reproduction in the world 
economy, market fluctuations, the policies of commercial and industrial corporations, which 
monopolize the market or price [5]. 

Conclusion. Almost all integration associations solve similar problems, which are reduced to 
using the benefits of a large-scale economy, creating a favorable foreign policy environment, optimizing 
trade policy, maximizing the restructuring of the economy, supporting young industries and providing 
the necessary conditions for new ones. Economic convergence of countries within regional borders 
creates favorable conditions for firms participating in economic integration, to some extent protects 
them from competition with firms from third countries. 
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В статті були проведені дослідження основних напрямків удосконалення  виробництва олійних культур 

в сільськогосподарських підприємствах. Основною олійною культурою, що вирощується в Україні є соняшник. 

У складі всіх олійних культур він займає 70% посівної площі і 85% валового збору. Майже всі площі його 

засівають сортами й гібридами олійної групи. До районованих сортів і гібридів соняшнику, поширених у Степу, 
Лісостепу України, належать: середньостиглі – Запорізький кондитерський, Краснодарський 885, СПК, 

Харківський 3 та ін.; середньоранні – Казіо, Одеський 123, Одеський 504, Оріон, Харківський 58 та ін.; 

ранньостиглі – Одеський 122, Одеський 249, та ін.; скоростиглі — Одеський 149 та Харківський 49. 

Скоростиглі сорти й гібриди поступаються ранньостиглим і середньостиглим за урожайністю та олійністю 

насіння. 

У державних закупівлях насіння олійних культур його питома вага досягає 96%. У валовому 

виробництві олії 98% припадає на соняшникову.

In the article researches of the basic directions of improvement of production of oil-bearing crops in the agricultural 

enterprises were carried out. The main oil crop grown in Ukraine is sunflower. In all oilseeds, it occupies 70% of the sown 

area and 85% of the gross harvest. Almost all areas are sown with varieties and hybrids of the oil group. The zoned 

varieties and hybrids of sunflower, common in the steppe, forest-steppe of Ukraine, include: medium-ripe - Zaporizhia 
confectionery, Krasnodar 885, SPK, Kharkiv 3, etc .; middle-early - Casio, Odessa 123, Odessa 504, Orion, Kharkiv 

58, etc .; early ripening - Odessa 122, Odessa 249, etc .; precocious - Odessa 149 and Kharkiv 49. Precocious varieties 

and hybrids are inferior to early and medium-ripe in terms of yield and oil content of seeds.In public procurement of 

oilseeds, its share reaches 96%. In the gross production of oil, 98% is sunflower.
