The article provides a systematic study, a critical assessment of the theoretical provisions and current practice of
factor analysis of the payroll of personnel in the hospitality industry. It is found that the purpose of factor analysis is to
determine the relationships between variables and by classification, reducing the number of these variables, that is,
highlighting more important ones. The analysis of remuneration at the enterprise is carried out according to the General
methodology, which consists of the following parts: analysis of the composition of employees at the enterprise; analysis
of the dynamics, composition and structure of the remuneration Fund; analysis of the average wage level; analysis of the
ratio of the growth rate of the wage level and labor productivity. A factor analysis of the salary Fund of employees of
LLC "Stewart" for 2017—2019 rr. was carried out. It is proved that factor analysis can be used to assess the wages of
employees in the hotel industry and identify the reasons for the increase in performance indicators for the previous
period. It was found out that the results of factor analysis will increase the objectivity and relevance of management
decisions on many problematic issues in the enterprise: improving the motivational mechanism, the system for monitoring
the company's expenses, development strategies, and so on. Since the company is an open system, its operational efficiency,
regardless of the industry, is directly affected by many factors. All phenomena and processes of the company's economic
activity are interrelated and interdependent. A radical change in the external conditions of business processes in Ukraine
requires a review of the economic content of indicators of efficiency of staff remuneration as a strategic resource of the
enterprise. An important methodological issue of economic analysis is the study and measurement of the influence of
factors on the value of the studied economic indicators. Of course, factor analysis is not the only method of analysis that
allows you to assess the state of the payroll. It can be supplemented with other methods of analysis in order to expand the
range of conclusions, in particular, the principal component method-the comparison of factor solutions over a long
period is provided by dynamic modeling, which allows you to identify those signs whose influence will decrease or,
conversely, increase in the future.
