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Under the context of the modern world globalization, countries
face the issue of the economy competitiveness strengthening, including
through its intellectualization and transition to the innovative development
model. The strategic role of these processes activation is played by small
and medium-sized entrepreneurship, which acts as the basis for the
creation of countries’ innovation and investment potential. In view of the
presence of many destabilizing factors that restrain the innovative activity
of small and medium-sized business entities, the process of forming
effective programs for their state support acquires special relevance.

There are 25 million small and medium-sized enterprises (SME)
in Europe, which is 99% of enterprises in each country. According to
statistics, similar situation is observed in the Latvian business
environment. SME provide more than half of Europe’s GDP, they account
for 80% of paid taxes, and they employ two-thirds of all workers in each
country [1].

SME in Ukraine remain one of the most influential sectors of the
economy and at the same time, as experience shows, they solve serious
social and economic and political problems. They play key role in the
economy of Ukraine through providing about 64% of added value and
37% of tax revenues.

Before the war, they accounted for 75% of all workers which
were employed in Ukraine, or 4,8 million Ukrainians, the 25% (or
1,6 million Ukrainians) worked at large enterprises [2].

It should be noted that between SME and large enterprises of
both Latvia and Ukraine, there are significant differences in the
possibilities of investments attracting, digital strategies implementing and
the latest technologies acquiring. Despite the fact that SME are innovative
players and suppliers in the global value chain, there are still significant
differences between large enterprises and SME. It is the latest
technological innovations that can help SME work on narrowing the gap
for catching up or even outpacing competitors and maintaining their place
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at the market in the future. The innovations implementation at the
enterprise is largely matter of one’s own initiative, but the
entrepreneurship state support is also important.

Thus, for the development of innovations, the Latvian Investment
and Development Agency (LIAA), which has representative office in
Ukraine, offers to use the voucher program that provides the possibility of
attracting funding in the amount of up to 25 thousand euros for the study,
product prototype development, industrial research, product testing,
certification and design development. 144 enterprises took advantage of
this opportunity in 2021. In most cases, these are startups, as well as
enterprises that have already entered to the market and want to create new
innovative products. In turn, these products promotion at the export
markets can be financed under the international competitiveness
promotion program.

In addition, LIAA offers special educational program «Mini-
MBA in Innovation Management», which is aimed at the innovations
development at enterprises. In 2019 — 2021 100 Latvian enterprises have
already taken this opportunity, among them 88 representatives of SME.
From 2021, there is also the program for improving the skills of
enterprises that implement automation and robotics technologies, for
which 5 million euros have been allocated.

In Ukraine, the total direct losses of small and medium-sized
businesses since the beginning of the war are estimated at 85 billion
dollars. The average expected indicator of the sold products volume in
2022 is 48%.

It is expected that the innovative activity of most SME in Ukraine
will decrease. However, a number of government programs for supporting
small and medium-sized enterprises are already planned or operating in
the country: platforms for help of food retailers finding regional suppliers;
for coordinating manufacturers and retailers with military and civilian
administrations and international organizations; state support for farmers;
single export web portal; preferential lending.

It should be noted that currently programs of state support for the
innovative activity of SME in Latvia and Ukraine are not comprehensive,
and will work as best they can under conditions of relative
macroeconomic stability and balanced fiscal policy of the government,
which is particularly important task under modern economic conditions.
