Abstract.

Gorenko A.I. The needs of workers in the conditions of innovative
development.

The article deals with the concepts of "needs" of various scientists since ancient Greece,
and a classification study of needs is carried ont. Apristotle, Heraclitus, Democritus and Epicurus
gave rise to the division of needs into natural (material) and spiritual. The basic needs of employees
in the conditions of innovative development are indicated. The needs of man can not be the same at
all times. They depend on the conditions in which people live, on the level of development of the
economy. The question of needs exists constantly, and has not been thoroughly studied. This is due
to the fact that in different epochs people's values are changing and their internal needs are
growing.
