The purpose of the study is to establish the importance of the resort business as an
economic activity aimed at organizing, providing treatment, rehabilitation and prevention of
diseases using natural curative resources, studying the factors affecting the development of
sanatorinm-and-spa services in Ufkraine, establishing trends in the market, Market of health
services and providing recommendations for improving the work of the sanatorium and resort
complex.. Normative and legal acts regulating the activity on provision of sanatorium-resort services
are given, classification of the main resorts of Ukraine in the areas of sanatorium-resort activity
and their geograpbical location is developed.

In the course of the study, the tendency of a rapid reduction in the number of sanatorinm
and health resorts was established. Factors that inbibit the development of the bealth services
market are identified. Recommendations have been developed that will contribute to the
development of the sanatorinm-and-spa market.

The idea of sustainable development is discussed in research on tourism for almost a
guarter of a century. During this period, constancy becomes an important criterion for planning
regional tourism developers. The degree of sustainability has also become an important area of
research to determine the boundaries of growth and responsibility in the field of tourism. However,
while there is an urgent need for sustainable development in tourism, scientists at the same time
question the conceptual nature of sustainable development and how tourism as a private econonzic
activity is connected with the ideals of sustainable development. This created a growing need for
understanding and potential revision of the concept. The purpose of this study is a critical review of
the conceptual size of sustainability in tourism, based on literature and previous discussions. On
the basis of this, it is concluded that, despite the fact that conceptual plurality seems inevitable, it
requires the reduction of the scale and decentralization of tourism within the framework of
stability-oriented policies and practices.
