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Investing nowadays is important for the development of any country. At a time when the world
is on the brink of an economic crisis, the demand for investment is much higher than their supply.
Ukraine is one of the countries that needs to invest in various sectors of the economy. Due to the
unfavorable investment climate, the country fails to attract sufficient investment to stimulate further
development and economic growth. Agriculture can not fully benefit from favorable natural conditions
and high world prices for agricultural products.
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The main goal of my work is to show the real state and prospects of financial support of
investment processes in the agrarian sector of Ukraine.

The following scientists were engaged in the study of foreign investment abroad: Borsuk R.,
Razin A., Brigham E., Fisher, P. Among the domestic scientists who conducted research on investment
issues, one can distinguish: Peresad A., Kovalenko Yu, Filipenko A., Buk Yanenko D., Voloshina V.,
O. Brain and other scientists. Despite a large number of studies, a number of issues, including the
impact on the Ukrainian economy, require more detailed study.

Considering the distribution of capital investments into the Ukrainian economy by certain types
of activities, in 2016, according to the State Statistics Committee of Ukraine, we observe that the
agricultural sector is not very popular for attracting investments in the general form. The largest
amount of funds is attracted to industry, which indicates the investment attractiveness of these
industries and the existence of an effective management policy for them. The positive trend of
attracting capital investments into agriculture is traced, but foreign direct investment occupies an
important place in the structure of investments into the Ukrainian economy. Despite a small share in
total investments, they have a significant impact on its development. According to the State Statistics
Committee of Ukraine, it can be seen that for all four years (2011 - 2014) the same industry remains the
leader. In addition, it is important to point out that the flow of investment in other areas of activity
relative to agriculture is increasing year by year. As of January 1, 2017, the major part of investments is
directed to the Ukrainian industry - 38.7% of direct investments, as well as to financial and insurance
companies -25%, wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles - 8.3%,
organizations real estate -7,5%, scientific and technical organizations - 3448,4 million dollars, or 5,9%.
The sector of agriculture, forestry and fisheries accounts for only 14.3%. [1]

During the last decade, domestic and foreign investments in agriculture have increased,
although the share of investments in the agricultural sector in the total volume of investments remains
small. European countries - the main source of foreign direct investment, and large European and
American companies in agribusiness plan to significantly increase their investments in the coming years,
regardless of political uncertainty. Investors from China and the Gulf countries are also beginning to
make significant investments in this sector. Although Ukraine has quickly improved its business
ranking, there is still room for further improvement in some areas, in particular in the field of state
regulation. The recently developed Strategy for the Development of Agriculture and Rural Areas for
the period 2015-2020 should help to use the potential of Ukraine, in particular, in promoting the
integration with the EU [2].

Given the aforementioned, there is not an acute problem. Needless to look for effective tools
to grow up investment in the economy of Ukraine in a crisis. We believe that the key should be the
following: 1)Providing favorable macrofinancial conditions of realization of investment activity and

increase the efficiency of public investment; 2)Improvement of fiscal stimulation of the investee
activities; 3)strengthening control over monetary factors influence on the stability of the monetary unit;
4)ensuring the development of the Ukrainian stock market no; 5)Expansion of volume and availability
of credit for security for the implementation of investment projects; 6)Improvement of custom tariffs
regulation of investment operations; 7) improvement of financial legislation in the sphere of
investments; 8)integration of the domestic financial sector to world capital markets, etc.

Conclusion.Under current conditions, Ukraine faced an objective need to intensify the
investment process. Structural and qualitative renewal of production and the establishment of market
infrastructure almost entirely occur through and through capital investment. The larger the volume and
the higher the investment efficiency, the faster the reproduction is a process, positive market
transformations are carried out. On the other hand, inadequate investment leads to a loss of
competitiveness of the national economy, a decline in fixed capital, a decline in production and an
increase in the cost of production, which in turn causes an aggravation of the problem of investment
resources and, consequently, a reduction of investment activity. In general, the expansion of investment
opportunities of entities management should be based on qualitative improvement of the financial
system, first of all, due to increased efficiency of financial and credit levers to change the model of
behavior of the state and enterprises from consumer to investment, will promote not only the
stabilization of economic development, but also bring the economy of Ukraine from the crisis to a new
level of competitiveness.
